WWOA QUICK FACT SHEET
What is WWOA? WWOA is a nonprofit 501(c)(3) educational organization for woodland owners in Wisconsin who would like to learn more about good stewardship.

When was WWOA established? August 1979

How many WWOA members are there?  WWOA has over 1,400 members and is one of the largest woodland owners associations in the U.S. Most of our members live in the Lake States area but we have members in many other states such as Alaska, California, Arizona, Texas, Florida, North Carolina, and Maine.

How many acres of land must you own to be a WWOA member? You do not need to own woodlands to be an Associate member but in order to be a voting association member, you must own at least 10 acres of woodlands in Wisconsin.

Who runs WWOA? WWOA has an 11 member elected Board of Directors. WWOA employs a full-time Executive Director, half-time Administrative Assistant and a full-time AmeriCorps member. WWOA also contracts with an Editor and Advertising Sales Consultants for the magazine. WWOA counts on volunteers to keep the organization strong!

How is WWOA funded? WWOA is funded through membership dues and member donations, so that it can remain as an independent voice for the private woodland owner in Wisconsin. WWOA also receives income from advertising in the magazine, annual meeting registrations, and the gift shop. Occasionally WWOA receives grants.

How many local chapters are there? There are 12 local chapters throughout the state covering every county. Each chapter determines their own programming. Some chapters are more active than others. WWOA members may join one or more of any of our chapters.

What are the benefits of a WWOA membership? WWOA works to bridge the knowledge gap between woodland owners and natural resource professionals.
· Wisconsin Woodlands magazine is our printed, quarterly magazine delivered to members
· Kick Off Your Week by Learning Something New is a weekly Monday morning email to help members better understand nature, scientific concepts, and woodland related issues 
· WWOA's local chapters are a great way to meet neighboring landowners, share woodland field tours, and learn more about local issues
· Annual Meeting is a statewide member event in September offering networking opportunities, tours, professional and landowner presentations, exhibitors, awards banquet and field day 
· WWOA represents woodland owners at the state level on such issues as private forestry, resource stewardship, Tree Farm, sustainable forestry, MFL program, endangered resources, forestry education, etc.
· WWOA committees help develop resources to support the organization and members
· WWOA works with other organizations to sponsor workshops and field days for WWOA members 
· For the price of a dinner out, a WWOA membership keeps woodland owners informed about good land stewardship for a whole year!
